the test box on the first page. If correct, proceed.

Sewing TipsSewing Tips

Use a straight stitch 
A straight stitch is the most basic and versatile stitch. Start with a
simple, straight stitch and then move on to more advanced stitches
as you become more confident.

Practice on scraps first

Before you start your project, practice your stitches and techniques 
on scraps of the same material.

Press your seams

Use an iron to press your seams. Pressing your seams is a crucial step
in the sewing process . It helps to set the seam and gives your project
a professional, polished look. 

Lock Your Stitches
It might seem obvious, but all new sewers should get into the habit of 
locking their stitches, or backstitching. Reverse sew at the beginning 
and end of each seam to lock your stitches in place.

Take breaks. It is okay to make mistakes

Sewing can be tiring. Make sure you have good lighting and a 
comfortable workspace. Take breaks when you need them, to rest 
your eyes and hands, and to avoid fatigue and back pain.

If you make a mistake, don’t panic! A seam ripper is a tool that is 
specifically designed to help you remove stitches without damaging 
the fabric.
